LIQUOR CONTROL IN A PUBLIC PLACE BYLAW 2010

1. TITLE

The title of this Bylaw is the Rangitikei District Council Liquor CantedPublic
Place Bylaw 2010.

2. SCOPE

This Bylaw is made under the authority of Section 147 of tlall@overnment

Act 2002. The purpose of the Bylaw is to enhance public safety and to
minimize potential for offensive alcohotlated behaviour in public places, by
providing for liquor control in specified public places.

3. COMMENCEMENT

This Bylaw comestio force onl September 2010.
4. DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION

In thisBylawunless the context otherwise requires:

THIS BYLAMWheans the Rangitikei District Council Liquor Conimo& Public
PlaceBylaw.

COUNCImeans the Rangitikei District Council.

OFFENCHeans an offence against a bylaw and shall include the omission,
failure, or neglect to comply with any part of a bylaw.

PUBLIC PLAGteans:

il. open to, or being used by, the public, whetharrmmot there is a charge
for admission; and
b) includesg
i. aroad, whether or not the road is under the control of the Council; and
il. any part of a public place; but

acts prohibited in public place by this Bylaw will again be prohibited.

VEHICLEeans:
a) a contrivance equipped with wheels, tracks, or revolving runners on which
it moves or is moved; and
b) includes
I. a hovercraft, a skateboard,-ime skates, and iter skates; but

provided for in the Land Transport Act 1998.

5. LIQUOR CONTROL
The following acts are prohibited at all times in all public places identified as
being liquor control areas in Schedules 1A @ 2A and 2B
a) to consume, bringnto or possess$iquor in a liquor control area;
b) to consume, bringnto or possess liquor in a vehicle in a liquor control area

For the purposes of clarity, thBylawdoes not prohibit the activities described in
section 147 (3) of the Local Government Act 2002, nor does it prohibit the
consumption or possession of liquor in a place for which a liquor license has been
issued under the Sale of Liquor Act 198@r does it prohibitin the case of
liquor in an unopened bokt or other unopened containethe transport of that
liquor between premises that adjoin a public place provided the liquor is
promptly removed from the public place.

Council may through authorisation by the Chief Executigranta waiver or
suspensia of the Bylawin respect ofan organsed eventduring a specific time
period at a specific locatiowhere necessaryo enable better enjoyment of the
event by members of the public

Every person who desires a mer or suspesion of the Blaw to be conslered

by Councilshall make an application in writing using the form prescribed by the
Council, clearly identifying the public area, time period and reason for the
application.
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Where a waiver or suspension of thBylawhas been granted for anrganised
event,a minimum of 14 days public notice must be giyaior to the event,
specifying the area, and the period of time the for which ttHispensation
applies. The applicant will be required to cover the costs of processing the
application and any signagelating to dispensation for the organised event.

6. LIQUOR CONTROL AREAS

The liquor control areas are shown in Schedules 1Ap2A an@B, attached to
this Bylaw. Any roads that form a boundary are included in the liquor control
areas.

7. TEMPORARVYIQUOR CONTROL AREAS

Temporary Liquor Control areasay beput in placeby the Council as specified
publicareas for particular periods of timéo a maximum of 14 consecutive days
in a 12 month period for any single temporary liquor control area

Where an application for aemporary liquor control ared granted a minimum

of 14 days public notice must be givepecifying thee areas, and the period of
time the for whichthe control applies. In the case of an application from the
public, the applicant wlilcover the cost of signage and erection of the signage for
the temporary control area.

Every persorwho desires a temporary liquor control area to be put in place by
the Councilshall makean application inwriting usingthe form prescribed by the
Cound, clearly identifying thepublic area, time period and reason for the
application.

The Chief Executivevill consider all applications from the publighere the
request does not exceed a time period of 24 houmsd will exercise their
discretion in tle approval of such applications in consultation with tRelice

The Council will consider applications from the public for a temporary liquor
control area in all other cases, and will approve temporary liquor control areas if
the Council is satisfied #t a temporary liquor control area is necessary, and is an

appropriate means of regulation of liquor within the area.

8. PENALTY FOR BREACH OF BYLAW

Any person who acts in breach of tldglawcommits an offence and is liable on
summary conviction to a finef up to $20,000.

9. ENFORCEMENT OF BYIANWD POLICE POWERS

The Police will enforce thBylawunder the powers of arrest, search and seizure
found in sections 169 and 170 of the Local Government Act 2002.
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No warrant is required for the police to conduxkearch to ascertain whether
liquor is present in a container or vehicle that is in or entering the public area.
However, prior to exercising the power of search, a person must be informed
that they have the opportunity to promptly remove the containenahicle from
the specified public area, and be given a reasonable opportunity to do so.

In circumstances where a person so informed has removed liquor from a public

area, and subsequently returns with liquor to that public area within a period

when it caild reasonably be deemed that the person has been informed prior to

search, the police shall not be required to provide the person with a further

opportunity to remove that liquor from the specified public area prior to search.
