Proposed Schedule of Fees and Charges 2026/27

As part of ‘Where’s Annual Plan & Co @ Rangitikei?’, we are consulting on the following
changes to Rangitikei District Council’s Proposed Schedule of Fees and Charges 2026/27.
If accepted, these fees and charges would be implemented from 1 July 2026.

Each year, Council reviews its fees and charges.
Overview of proposed changes to the fees and charges

The changes that Rangitikei District Council is proposing to make to the fees and charges
in 2025/26 are:

e Increase mostfees and charges by 2.6% (and rounded to the nearest dollar). This
represents the expected increase in inflation over the next 12 months and ensures
fees and charges are aligned with expected increases to what it costs to deliver the
services we provide.

e Fees set by legislation (for example liquor licensing fees) have not changed, unless
they were changed by central government.

e (Changes to the fee structure for building consents to reflect the move to ‘Objective
Build’.

e Charges for refundable deposits are not proposed to increase.

e Non-notified resource management consent deposits are proposed to increase by
5%.

e Metered water charges are proposed to be removed as these are set by rates
resolution.

e Streamlining the method for hall charges across all halls in the district.

e Minor additions — such as cleaning fees, the recycling trailer, and other service
provision.
